To note: You will need to source your borough’s registration link from your local authority’s website. 

1. Next year, state funded primary school children in London are eligible for free school meals. Pupils will receive their meals automatically, but families should still complete a Government registration form to help their school claim funding. 2. When universal free school meals come to primary schools in September, families whose children qualify for Free School Meals under the Govt scheme must continue to apply for FSM. You may be entitled to more funding for you and your school. Register here: [Insert registration link to local authority website]
